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Supper Market Terms and Conditions as of 1 July 2010
Thank you for your expression of interest in having a stall at the Supper Market- Melbourne’s Friday night food, music, fashion and craft market. The market is located at the Abbotsford Convent, 1 St Helliers Street, Abbotsford (near the Collingwood’s Children’s farm). OPEN every Friday from October 29,2010 through to February 25, 2010. Trading hours 6:00pm-10:00pm.  Closed on the 24th & 31st December 2010.
If you are successful in your application to hold a stall at the market, the act of making a booking at the Supper Market implies your acceptance of all terms and conditions as a stallholder. Supper Market is an outdoor and will trade even when it rains. Will only closed if the weather is too dangerous (eg. Gale winds).
TERMS AND CONDITIONS
· Stalls are rented to Approved Stallholders on a weekly basis. 
· Renting a stall does not create any form of tenancy or imply a future Right or Licence. 
· Stallholder stall requests for a particular location will be met where possible however the final allocation of stall location is at the discretion of the Supper Market. 
· Stall rental is totally at the discretion of management. 
· General (fashion and craft) stallholders must book at least 4 markets in advance at $70 per market. Casual stalls can be booked at $85 per market (casual stalls are limited and are not always available). Advance payment is required for stalls including public liability.
· Approved Stallholders are required to operate their stall.  
· Supper Market stalls may not be transferred, sold or sublet. Sharing of stalls by a number of designers is allowed however all names must be on the initial application.  Purchase of Public Liability insurance must be paid individually when sharing a stall.
· Customers shopping in Supper Market are to be treated with courtesy and respect. 
· Fair trading practice consistent with Consumer Law. 
· Stallholders may not insult or intimidate other stallholders, customers or staff. 
· Stallholders must make every effort to merchandise their stalls and aspire to make their stalls as presentable as possible to attract customers. 
· Stallholders are required to remove all rubbish and materials in and around their stalls at close of trading. 
PRODUCTS 

· All products sold at Supper Market require Management approval prior to being offered for sale in the Market. 

· All products must be design and/or made in Australia by individuals selling the products at the Supper Market. Products can be designed in Australia and made overseas.
· All products must comply with relevant safety and compliance standards. 

· All food stalls must comply with VIC Health Department regulations. This is the responsibility of the stallholder.

**If stallholders already have their own public liability insurance, a copy of the current insurance document must be given to the Supper Market management at the time of booking.
· Eftpos/credit card facility will be available to Stallholders to access.  Use of facility will cost stallholders a flat fee of $5.00 which is to be paid at the beginning of the trading day. An additional 1.5% transaction fee per eftpos and 2.5% transaction fee per credit card transaction fee will be charged.
RENT PAYMENT METHODS
· Stall rent is payable one week in advance of Friday market by Cash, Cheque, Money Order payable to “Supper Market” or direct deposit to Westpac Account. This applies to all fee rates.

INSURANCE
· $10 million Public Liability Insurance is compulsory for all stalls. Stallholders may have their own insurance (a copy must be given to market management at the time of booking) or stallholders may purchase insurance from Supper Market. 
· Skincare or consumable products are required to have $10 million Product Insurance of their own as well as public liability insurance. 
· Stallholders have full responsibility for all licences and insurances, including Workers Compensation and OH&S. 
STALL SET UP

· Stall display should present a creative and successful image for Supper Market. 
· Stallholders must provide their own lights for their marquee. Limited number of fluorescent lights can be hired for an extra $5 (however stall holder must bring their own extension cords to access power for the light which must be “tagged”/tested).
· Public access ways must be kept clear at all times with all merchandise, equipment signs etc within stall boundaries. 
· All stall equipment shall be firmly secured to protect personal and public safety.
· No permanent hanging devices may be attached to the Abbotsford Convent. 
· Sandbags, water bottles and weights are to be used to secure marquee, no staking allowed on the grass.
ACCESS AND UNLOADING

· Stallholders are permitted on site between 4:00am and 10:30pm. Access not permitted outside these hours. 
· Trading is restricted to advertised hours of Supper Market – Every Friday Night 
from 6:00am – 10:00pm.
· No cars are allowed onto the site, all set up equipment must be carried in and out of the Abbotsford Convent from the Car Park.  Please buy a good fold up trolley. There will be two 
trolleys provided by the Shirt and Skirt Market for stallholders to use but if you don’t want to wait to get access to them, I suggest get one of your own.
· Only FOOD stalls’ cars are allowed to drive into the Abbotsford Convent.
CANCELLATION 
There is no refund on stall fee if stallholder cancels for whatever reason however if the circumstances are major the fee can be moved to the next market date otherwise the stallholder loses stall fee costs.

PARKING AND TRAFFIC

· Parking is available across the road from the Abbotsford Convent for $4 (all day parking) and there is limited off-street parking within streets surrounding the Convent. Stallholders must read the parking signs carefully.
· Stallholders shall obey all local traffic and parking regulations and not inconvenience local residents and members of the public and respect their premises and property. 
· Streets have mix parking regulations; it is the stallholder’s responsibility to ensure they park in the all day parking bays.
WASTE AND RUBBISH REMOVAL

· Stallholders are responsible for the removal of their own rubbish from their immediate stall location. Failure to do this may result in a ban from future markets, or a Levy imposed to offending stallholders. 
· Food waste & greasy water must not be dumped on the grass.  All rubbish must be taken home with the stallholder.
SUPPER MARKET MANAGEMENT OFFICE

· Supper Market management will be easily identifiable by their nametag. 
· Offensive behavior will result in the offender being required to leave the site immediately.

· The Supper Market stallholders and the public, which he/she considers is required for the safe and smooth running of the market. 
· There will be one security guard on duty during the market hours.
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
