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1. Where is the market located?

Supper Market is located at the Abbotsford Convent, 1 St Heliers Street, Abbotsford (next to the  Collingwood Children’s Farm) operating from 6:00pm – 10:00pm. From Friday,29 October 2009 through to 25 February 2010 (closed on 24th and 31st December 2010).
2.  Will there be parking for stallholders?

There is no allocated parking on site for stallholders. There is a car park across the road from the Abbotsford Convent; the cost is $4 to park all day. There is limited parking on the streets surrounding the Convent site, please read the signs carefully before parking.  The market does not take any responsibility for any parking fines the stallholder may occur.
3. What is the cost of having a stall at the market?

Stalls Fees (includes GST)
Hot Food stall : $250 per market

Desert stall: $90 per market

Coffee stall : $75 per market

General stall: $70 per market (permanent stall - 4 markets in advance), $85 per market (casual stall- limited places available- must book 2 markets in advance)
PLUS…
* $10million dollar public liability insurance is required for all stallholders to have, if you do not have your own policy, you can purchase the public liability from the Supper Market management.   
You must pay an extra $10 on top of the stall fee for non food stalls.
For food stalls the extra insurance cost is to be determined.
4. What is the size of the stall space?
Up to 3x3 metres , stallholder is responsible for their own marquee lighting, there will be general flood lights for the grounds but for the last hour (ie. 9-10pm) you may need additional lighting. Lighting hire $5 per fluorescent light.  You must provide your own power cord which has been tagged and tested.
5. Is the market undercover?

No, the market is an outdoor market.  Stallholders should look at buying a marquee/umbrella for their stall to protect their products from rain as well as the sun during the hot days.
6. Will the Supper Market Management provide trestle tables & marquees?

No, stallholders are responsible for their own set up for their stall. 
7. Will the market go ahead if it rains?
If it rains, the Supper Market will still be open for trade unless it is too dangerous to set up (eg. Gale winds).

8. Can we book casually?

Yes, however a minimal of two markets must be booked at any one time. Dates can be chosen. 
First in best dress. 
9. Can we share a stall?

Yes, up to 2 people can share a stall however each stallholder will still be required to purchase public liability individually even though you will be sharing a stall.   
10. Will there be support by way of consumer advertising?

Yes, Supper Market has a range of marketing initiatives which are on going and event specific.  The Supper Market will be promoted via printed media (brochures ), electronic media (websites-eg. Tourism Victoria, City of Yarra Council and Shirt & Skirt Market) and advertising (local newspapers). The target market is locals wanting a good “feed” on a Friday night in the Summer. Radio advertising on Triple J & PBS.
11. Cancellation by stallholder

There is no refund on stall fee if stallholder cancels for whatever reason however if the circumstances are out of your control the fee can be moved to the next market date otherwise the stallholder loses stall fee costs.
